6. Children’s Soup Kitchens in Honduras 

In 1999, Covenant established the first soup kitchen for the 
malnourished children of communities in Honduras. We currently 
sponsor the soup kitchen in El Jaral that feeds 60 children on 
weekdays. Each child has a medical profile maintained by the doctor 
and dentist from the Salt & Light Medical Clinic to track overall health. 
The menus are reviewed and changed periodically to provide the most 
nutritious meals possible with vegetables available in Honduras. 
Vitamins and milk have been added daily. The meals are prepared and 
served by mothers and other church volunteers who share in this 
ministry. The children bring a stick for the following day’s fire when 
they come to eat. Health and hygiene instruction and a Bible lesson 
precede each meal. Over 8,000 hot and healthy meals are served 
annually in this soup kitchen.
